AGENDA ITEMS

I. Call to Order

The meeting was called to order by Chair Lesco at 10:03 a.m.

II1. Consideration of Amendment to By-Laws

a. Commission Duties

AG Enck requested that the Commission discuss their role as it relates to the Office,
particularly when they will act in an advisory capacity and when they will act in a
decision-making capacity. Commissioners requested legal advice regarding the scope
of the Commission’s authority to act and determined to discuss this issue in Executive
Session.
